4 pigs and 3 lambs then the only points that count are the top
Two pigs and the top two lambs).
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Year-End Awards:

The LISC will present awards for the TOP TEN MARKET ANIMALS and TOP TEN SHOWMEN in each species. In the
event of a tie, the following tie-breakers will determine the placing:

1. Number of Shows Attended

2. Number of Animals Exhibited

3. CoinToss

Awards will be presented in the early Fall

The LJSC will maintain a website(http://ljsc.org) to keep its members up-to date on current events and points.

2011 Sanction Shows

Accumulate points for LISC Sanction Shows only
Shows must be registered with the LISC in order to become sanctioned
Sanction Shows must follow LJSC Guidelines
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All shows must read and sign the LISC show guidelines and adhere to these guidelines and bylaws set forth by the LISC

Showmanship Age Divisions will be based on age as of January 1, 2011.

0 Champion and Reserve in each division PLUS Overall Champion and Overall Reserve Champion Showman. Must
place thru 9™ place, all other exhibitors receive participating points

Senior Division — 15 and older

Intermediate Division — 12 thru 14 years old

Junior Division — 9 thru 11 years old

Novice Division — under 9 years old competing for points

Pee Wee —under 9 years old NOT competing for points (not eligible for CHAMPIONS)

Class size should try and be as equal in quantity as possible to increase fairness of class accumulation

Show managers MUST provide full results to appointed LISC representative immediately following the show.

Any scheduled Sanction Show that is cancelled within 7 days of Show date will be accessed a fine of $100.00

Judges. A judge shall honestly, fairly, and impartially judge each animal exhibited to him or her strictly on the animal’s
confirmation and performance as the rules of the particular event dictate

Sanctioned shows will pay $1 per head to the LISC for each animal (member and non-member entries) entered in their
show. Includes showmanship and classes and payment MUST be paid within 5 days of show

All Champions pictures need to be taken and submitted to Nancy Nettles for LISC webpage

A LISC representative will be available at each show for any needed assistance

A copy of rules and regulations must be on hand at each show

The LISC does not want to dictate how each show is ran, but sanctioned shows must follow the guidelines to increase
fairness of the LISC point system. Failure to comply with these guidelines may result in not being sanctioned in future
years. Show managers ARE NOT responsible for LISC point calculations, just supplying accurate results. Show
managers will receive further information 30 days prior to the show.

2011 Point System:

Points will be awarded for actual placing of LISC member. Example: 1* place non LISC member,
2" place LISC member, next LJSC member place 5t (6 -10 animals in class) 0 points given for first place,
40 points for second, 0 points for 3" and 4™ place, 25 points for gt place and any other LISC member in that

class will receive 5points.



Market Points:

A member cannot show an animal they do not own for LISC points. Only the top 5 animals must be place; the
remaining LISC members in that class will receive 5 points for participation. Members will receive points on their top
two animals in each species.

Market Points will be determined by the following table:

** 5 points will be given to every animal from 6" place down.

The Grand Champion Animal will receive 30 points more than the first place animal in the largest class. The Reserve
Champion Animal will receive 20 points more than the first place in the largest class. Example: Grand Champion
Animal points receive — largest class in show had 11 animals so will receive 50 points + 30 points + plus points for
winning your class (6 animals — 45pts) total of 125 pts.

** Anything pass 9™ place will receive 10 pts.

Division Champions will receive 10 extra points and Res. Division Champion will receive 5 extra points.

Division: Novice Divisions — 9 years and under competing for points
Junior Divisions - 9 thru 11 years old
Intermediate Division — 12 thru 14 years old
Senior Division — 15 and older
Grand Champion Showman will receive 40 extra points. Reserve Champion will receive 30 extra points.
If you win Champion Showman will receive 150 points. Reserve Champion will win at least 125 pts. -140pts.If win
Grand receive 150 points and Reserve will win at least 125 points. (that’s placing 2"%in class, reserve division and
reserve champion). But if not in same class as Champion receive 140 pts.
